(¢) Provision of 4 Naval Air Enclave to catey for Naval Aircrafi operations fram Mopa
airfield is.to be catered for, The area should be sufficient to congtruct an apron,
hangar and Admin/ Technical building capable of handling at least 02 LRMR.
(Boeing 737-800 equivalent) aircraft at 4 time. The facilities of proposed Airport
at Mopa are to be extended for military rescue and diversionary operations free of
COost.

(f) Operations from the proposed airfield should at no stage intefere with any mili tary
maritime/air operations, rarticularly those undertaken to combat piracy or coastal
security operations planned from INS Hansa. Launch of military operational
missions would take priority over normal operations.

Subject: Defence clearance for setting up of a new Greenfield Airport at Mopa in Goa

Reference is invited to OM of even no. dated 23.10.2015 from Ministry of Defence
according ‘no objection’ to the proposal by Government of Goa for creation of a Greenfield
Airport at Mopa in Goa at a distance of approx. 20 nautical miles, North North East (bearing
010 deg) from INS Hansa subject to the certain conditions enumerated at para 2 (a) to (g) of
this letter.

2 Subsequently, Ministry of Civil Aviation (MoCA) vide letter No. AV.20015/94/2015-
AD dated 17.12.2015 requested for dropping of clause (d) and (e) of para 2 of MoD’s letter
dated 23.10.2015 for aiding exclusive and unhindered civil operations. This request was also
made by the Hon’ble Chief Minister of Goa vide letter dated 23.11.2015 and 26.05.2016,
including modification in clause 2(f) of MoD’s letter dated 23.10.2015.

3. Based on consultation with all the stakeholders, the competent authority has accorded
approval for following modifications in the OM of even no. dated 23.10.2015 from Ministry
of Defence regarding no objection to the proposal by Government of Goa for creation of a
Greenfield Airport at Mopa in Goa:

i) The requirement of of one hour flying restriction mentioned in clause 2(d) has
been reviewed and recommended for deletion. In consultation with ATC
Mopa, the conduct of military flying will be undertaken in area North of Mopa
Airfield beyond its Control Zone. There would be no effect on civil flying
operations whilst military flying is being conducted in this area.

(i)  As regards clause 2(e), provision of Naval Air Enclave is considered critical
for naval aircraft operations and recommended to be retained. The proposed 5
acre land for this purpose could be given on lease for the entire period of
concession. The proposed Naval infrastructure would be created at the cost of
MoD/IN with a separate independent entry/exit to the naval facility.

(iii) The clause 2(f) is considered vital in view of national security. The clause has
been reviewed and recommended to be read as “Launch of military operational
missions would take priority over normal operations in the case of an
emergency as declared by the Government of India. Operations from the
proposed airfield should at no stage interfere with Search and Rescue (SAR)
